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After Installation

* Use a screwdriver to open the bleed, open the valve
and let water fill the radiator. Check all connections
for leaks.

* Once water overflows from the bleed, there is no air
in the radiator.

* Use a screwdriver to close the bleed, turn on the valve
and the radiator is ready for use.

After Care

* Do not clean the radiator with corrosive or scouring
cleaning agents.
